The Promised Messiah®™ would tell
individuals to open their fast if they were
travelling. “When Allah has commanded to
not fast whilst traveling, then one should
not fast. Once there was very little time left
till Iftar, it was after Asr time, the Promised
Messiah® told his guest to open his fast as
he was travelling.

God did not specify
whether one has a minor ailment or large or
whether the travelling distance is short or
long.”
