“How will such a people 

prosper who have tainted the 

countenance of their Prophet 

with his own blood, only in the 

crime that he calls them 

towards God.”

surely, Allah is with the steadfast.” 

 

 The Holy Prophet Muhammadsaw and the 

Muslims faced a bitter persecution by the 

Quraish and never retaliated until God 

commanded them to. Hazrat Mirza Bashir 

Ahmadra, son of the Promised Messiahas has 

commented that the actual extent of the 

suffering that befell the Muslims could fully be 

comprehended only by them alone. For 

example, it is recorded that a hot stone would 

be placed on the chest of Hazrat Bilāl bin 

Rabāḥra, a companion of the Holy Prophetsaw  

in an attempt to try and get him  

to denounce Islam. He was an Abyssinian and 

knew little Arabic. His response to this cruelty 

would be ‘Ahad, Ahad’, meaning ‘Allah is one, 

Allah is one’. Even when a rope was tied 

around his neck and was dragged on the stony 

streets of Makkah, his response was still the 

same.  

The companions of the Holy Prophetsaw were 

fully submissive to his words and exhibited a 

model of steadfastness and tolerance, the likes 

of which history is unable to present. 

 THE PROMISED MESSIAH AS 

ON TRIALS AND TRIBULATIONS OF THE PROPHETS AND MESSENGERS 

 easily and comfortably. They were afflicted 

with grave trials and tribulations but they 

endured them with patience and 

steadfastness. Then they were bestowed great 

ranks by God Almighty. Abraham succeeded in 

his test and God saved his son too. God was 

pleased with Abraham that he had not held 

back in his own estimation. It was an event that 

only lasted a few moments but he received 

such a tremendous reward from God.

THE BAI’AT (OATH OF ALLEGIANCE)  

Persecution against Ahmadi Muslims in 

Pakistan is unfortunately a common 

occurrence. Ahmadi Muslims face persecution 

due to Pakistan’s explicit anti-Ahmadi laws and 

have been the target of violence that is on the 

rise. An example is the tragic attack on 28th of 

May 2010 when extremists attack two 

mosques, i.e. Baitul Nur Mosque, Model Town 

and Darul Zikr Mosque, Gharishaw which 

killed many Ahmadis. However, despite the 

continued sectarian persecution that Ahmadi 

Muslims are subjected to in Pakistan as well as 

other various Muslim Majority nations, they 

have rather held fast to steadfastness and 

prayer. 

 

 The current Worldwide Head of the 

community, His Holiness, Hazrat Mirza Masroor 

Ahmad, during  a Friday Sermon on 14th 2021, 

expressed the need for Ahmadi Muslims to be 

patient. He said that “Ahmadiyyat has been 

established for the very reason of saving 

Muslims. Hence, we have been tasked with 

helping people reach great heights…once they 

[opponents of Ahmadiyyat] realise how much
